York Place teaches children 
how to defeat their ‘giants’  
Y ork Place, the Episcopal Church Home for Children, 

needs our help. This residential treatment facility for 
children and adolescents is a ministry of the Diocese of South 
Carolina and Diocese of Upper South Carolina. The state pays 
part of the high cost of serving children at York Place, but not 
all. The rest is covered by gifts from individuals, churches and 
church groups. Many Episcopal churches have been very gener-
ous, and Grace is one of them. 

Kathy Grier, the Director 
of Development for York 
Place, visited Grace last June 
as part of our focus on out-
reach. The following letter is 
from her: 

 
Dear Friends: 
 

Max Lucado’s book Facing Your Giants is a David and Goliath story for 
everyday people. In this book, he says, “Giants taunt you with bills you 
can’t pay, people you can’t please, habits you can’t break, failures you 
can’t forget, and a future you can’t face. But just like David, you can 
face your giants, even if you aren't the strongest, the smartest, the best 
equipped, or the holiest. 
 

The children and families who are served by York Place all have giants 
they are trying to face. They are forming relationships with caring and 
loving staff to “slay” these giants. The York Place children’s giants do 
not come in the form of a 9-foot-9 Goliath, but come in the form of an-
ger they cannot control, abuse they have not been able to stop, memo-
ries that terrify them at night, and low self-esteem that stops them at 
every juncture. They come with emotions they do not understand, adults 
who disappoint, and a world that has not been happy. Our children are 
the Davids of the world that are shooting slingshots as straight as they 
can to make their world better. They are the eternally hopeful Davids 
who get up every morning, get dressed, go to school and show us all 
what it is like to never give up. 
 

The staff alone cannot help them, they need to face their giants with 
God, and we know that God is present with us to help these precious 
children. The type of treatment that York Place children need requires a 
great deal of money. Will you please help us help our children face their 
giants? 
 

We thank you for your generosity and requite your prayers that our chil-
dren will triumph as David did (1 Samuel 17:50): “So David triumphed 
over the Philistine with a sling and a stone; without a sword in his hand 
he struck down the Philistine and killed him.” 

 
Each year Grace designates its Thanksgiving Day offering for 

York Place. Please be generous in helping these children fight 
their “giants.”

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E ight important outreach ministries will 
be represented in Hanahan Hall on

building was destroyed in Hurricane Katrina.
