Gifts of Hope Fair: A different way to give  
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Strangers offer opportunities to look for Christ 

W hen our Diocese first began to reach out to Span-
ish speakers, I remember contemplating the at-

tempted Spanish settlement along Winyah Bay in the early 
16th century. If that settlement had proved successful, I 
remember wondering, would our country as we know it 
even exist today? The issue became more real for me 
when, after seminary, our home became a cottage on Win-
yah Bay. I would become fascinated as occasionally divers 
headed out into the Bay to search for what is believed to 
be the wreck of the explorer Lucas Vazquez de Ayllon – 
yet to be found. 

Such is life; such is history: twists and turns, good 
weather here, bad weather there, forbidding waters, mos-
quitoes swarming one bank, a cool breeze blowing on an-
other…  

On numerous occasions, I have listened to the stories 
of some of those who have entered our land. I have 
known people who have died of thirst in the desert trying 
to cross. 

One man told me how he spent days in the desert, and 
was assaulted three times. As he spoke, he began to trem-
ble, hands shaking, perspiration visible on his forehead.  

“We knew we would suffer, but we have to feed our 
families,” he said. “We are all children of God, and we just 
want a chance.”  

Another noted that no worse struggle exists than the 
failure to try. Yet another mused: “Some must struggle 
and suffer so that others can live a better life.” 

With regard to how those different from us are to be 
treated, the biblical witness is quite strong. The “alien” is a 
human being in whose face we are to see the very face of 
Christ. To refuse to see our Lord in others is to reject our 
Lord. “…I was a stranger, and you did not welcome me…
Truly I tell you, just as you did not do it to one of the least 
of these…you did not do it to me” (Matthew 25:43a,45). 

A few years back, you remember that the CSS Hunley 
was raised in Charleston Harbor. The members of the 
crew thereafter received a proper burial. These young men 
gave their lives for the cause of the Confederacy. The men 
of de Ayllon’s fleet also gave their lives somewhere in 
Winyah Bay in the early 1500s, in a very different setting 
and under very different circumstances. If these two expe-
ditions and their remains in the depths of South Carolina 
waters remind us of anything, they remind us that the 
grave and gate of death equalize us all.
