A sample from Amazing Grace: Ratatouille — it’s a great complement
to almost any main dish of meat, fowl or fish. Spice it up or tone it
down, it’s your choice.

Ratatouille

1/4 cup olive oil, divided 3/4 pound zucchini, halved
1-1/2 pounds eggplant (2 or 3 lengthwise and cutinto 1/2

Salt 3/4 pound yellow squash,

2 large onions, thickly sliced halved lengthwise and cut
1 large green peppet, seeded and into 1/2 inch slices

1 large red bell pepper, seeded 2 teaspoons minced fresh basil,
and cut into 2-inch strips ot 1/2 teaspoon dtied
1/4 inch thick 1/2 teaspoon freshly ground
1 tablespoon minced gatlic black pepper
(about 3 cloves) 1/4 teaspoon salt

1/4 teaspoon Tabasco sauce, ot
morte to taste

2 tablespoons minced fresh
parsley

3 14-ounce cans chopped
tomatoes, or equivalent

fresh, peeled and chopped

Chop eggplant into 3/4-inch cubes, leaving the skin on. Sprinkle well
with salt to draw out any bitterness. Place eggplant in a colander and
weight with a plate, allowing eggplant to drain for 30 minutes. Heat 1
tablespoon of oil in a Dutch oven and add onions and peppers; sauté
until translucent. Add garlic and tomatoes. Cook for about 3 to 5 min-
utes. Transfer mixture to a bowl and wipe out the pan. Heat another
tablespoon of oil and sauté the zucchini and squash for about 10 min-
utes. Add to other vegetables in the bowl, leaving as much oil in the pan
as possible. Rinse, drain and dry the eggplant with paper towels. Place
remaining 2 tablespoons oil in the pan and sauté eggplant for 10 min-
utes. Return reserved vegetables to the pan and mix well. Cook for
about 5 minutes. Stir in herbs and seasonings. Serve hot or at room
temperature. Makes 12 to 15 servings.
