e speak of traditions frequently. Each family

has its traditions; how they cook on Thanks-
giving, where they go for Christmas, and even the
traditions of each morning or evening. Most cer-
tainly our Church speaks of traditions in a way that
may seem, to others, obsessive. But what are the tra-
ditions? What are the eatrliest traditions of the
Church?

One would easily point, as we do each week, to the
celebration of Communion as the eatliest tradition;
instituted by Christ before his arrest, death, and res-
urrection. We as Episcopalians faithfully observe
Christ’s command to “do this in remembrance of
me.” I often hear from some of our youth and older
parishioners, following a special service of dedication
or remembrance, a bit of unease if we did not cele-
brate Holy Communion. Likewise, as I have visited
other churches with family or friends, I have found
myself dismayed when a Christian community did
not gather at the table on a Holy Day as it is a central
tradition in Christianity. So there is one of our earli-
est traditions. But what else — scripture, canonization
of saints, episcopate, evangelism — which one?

Most certainly, these are essential elements to our
Church in both tradition and modernity, but there is
one that I have not mentioned. One that in time past
held the Christian world, and literature, yet in more
recent times, in America, it has diminished. I am
speaking of the tradition of pilgrimage. If you recall,
it was in the days after his resurrection, Christ met
the travelers on the road to Emmaus. There two so-
journers, weary from the road, are fed by Christ.
This food is both that of the spiritual and physical
nature, just as it is in Communion. Yes, of course the
pilgrimage as we think of it is a Middle Ages inven-

early tourism. But Christ gives us both the reality and
the metaphor of the traveler’s journey and troubles,
and His presence and peace along the way.

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Famous saint part of children’s Sunday learning

his month, children at Grace will spend some

time learning about St. Nicholas, a
good Advent saint! We will celebrate him
on his feast day, December 6, with a spe-
cial liturgy at our 9:00 a.m. service. We’ll
also revisit him during the Christmas
pageant on December 20 at 9:00 a.m.

St. Nicholas was born in the Middle
East in the 4th century, became a priest
at age 19, then went on to be a bishop at
a very young age — often called “the Boy
Bishop” in Myra. He is the patron saint
of judges, paupers, sailors, travelers,
maidens, bakers, and small children.

The most famous story about Nicholas
tells how he helped three unfortunate
young sisters who all had suitors but no
dowries because their father was a poor
nobleman. Bishop Nicholas was a shy
man and did not give money directly, so
he found ways to give it anonymously.
When the first daughter wished to marry, the bishop
secretly went to the family’s house and was able to
sneak a bag of gold inside. Later, the second daugh-
ter also received a bag of gold mysteriously. When
the third daughter prepared to marry, the nobleman
desperately wanted to find out who had been so gen-
erous. He kept watch and saw the bishop drop an-
other bag of gold into the house. It has been said
that Nicholas dropped the third bag down the chim-
ney and it landed in a stocking that was set out to
dry, a legend that we remember when we hang
Christmas stockings today. Whenever anyone re-
ceived an unexpected gift, they thanked Nicholas.

St. Nicholas helps us remember Christmas is a
feast of love, hope, kindness and generosity.
